Catching and 
spreading the virus 

• All schools will need to provide a list of all 
participants and staff members in attendance at 
events to the event organiser 
• Any member of staff or participant must remain 
at home if they have symptoms of coronavirus 
• Correct procedures and processes followed for 
reporting instances of those who have tested 
positive for coronavirus 
• Ensure good hygiene including frequent and 
thorough hand cleaning and the ‘catch it, bin it, kill 
it’ approach  
• Schools are to bring hand sanitiser as part of their 
event first aid kit to be used during the event 
• All indoor spaces will be kept well ventilated  
• Adhere to the wearing of PPE where necessary 
and advised

Maintaining social 
distancing 

• Some events may have limited numbers  
• Outdoor sports will be prioritised where 
appropriate - where this is not available, we will 
use large indoor spaces, maximising distances as 
much as possible  
• Spectators will be allowed where highlighted, but 
the spectator area may be separate from the 
playing area 

Ongoing –

Ensuring robust 
cleaning 

• Venues will be checked thoroughly, and 
cleanliness ensured  
• All equipment cleaned frequently and 
meticulously  
• Staff to be aware of all cleaning protocols and 
ensure cleaning materials are available

Administration and 
continual knowledge 

• National guidance and public health advice on 
testing, self-isolation and confirmed cases regularly 
reviewed  
• Further advice and guidance sought if required  
• Communicate any changes to current practice to 
all
